WMSP Instructor Certification Requirements:  
Please read the following items carefully and sign/date to indicate your agreement to the WMSP Instructor Preparation (IP) completion requirements.  
*
I understand that DOL must receive my $200 registration fee in order to be considered for acceptance into a future IP.  Upon DOL receipt, my application will be reviewed and considered for an invitation to attend.  
*
I understand that I will receive curriculum materials and pre-course assignments upon acceptance into an IP.   Pre-course assignments must be completed and brought to my IP workshop.  
(Failure to bring completed assignments can result in dismissal from the program.)

I understand that I must obtain a First Aid Course certification prior to being WMSP certified. 

(Course completion certificates must be provided to your contractor(s).)

I understand that I must provide a motorcycle for use in the IP.  Peer-teaching, skills development sessions, and skills testing will be conducted on my personal cycle and sponsor training cycles.  
*
Within the IP,  qualifying riding skills tests will be administered.  I understand that I must pass the tests in order to continue within the IP.  (Up to two attempts are allowed.)  
I understand that if I do not pass, course materials must be returned to WMSP prior to leaving.
*
Within the IP, a knowledge test will be administered.  I understand that I must pass this test in order to continue within the IP.  (Only one attempt is allowed.)  
I understand that if I do not pass, course materials must be returned to WMSP prior to leaving.
*
I understand that the fourth session of the IP involves ‘student teaching’ a group of novice riders.  Each lesson that I teach will be evaluated by a Chief Instructor.  I understand that I must pass these evaluations to become a certified WMSP Motorcycle Safety Instructor.  
If student teaching evaluations are unsatisfactory, course materials must be returned to WMSP.  
* 
There are many competencies required to become a WMSP Instructor.  Besides standard expectations of adhering to curriculum standards and WMSP Policies and Procedures (P&P), a critical core competency is to be able to apply appropriate judgment and decision making skills.  Chief Instructors will be responsible to assess your abilities. 

It is your responsibility to demonstrate your understanding of program design and concepts in a way that support your effective judgment and decision making skills.  Instructor performance must be appropriate and in-line with curriculum design, student safety, and WMSP P&P. 


The following are Qualitative Assessment criteria that will be relative to your evaluation.  As an instructor candidate, you must:

Learner Responsibility
· demonstrate eagerness to learn

· show involvement, attention, and focus
· prepare for your assignments

· be self-directed and motivated


Professionalism/Responsibility

· display appropriate appearance
· accept and tolerate diversity of others
· understand the principles of learning

· show sincerity and teamwork


Maturity

· use appropriate humor and gestures

· demonstrate self esteem and guidance
· lead by example and respecting others

· use appropriate (verbal/non) language
· show patience and adaptability

· tolerate others and show self control


Competency

· offer quality judgments and choices
· offer principle based decisions
· prioritize safety and objectives

· apply appropriate coaching skills


You should ensure that your trainers provide you with timely feedback.  Should deficiencies reach a point that you are unable to continue the IP, course materials must be returned to the Chief Instructor prior to leaving the IP.  

*
Upon successful completion of my IP, I understand I will be required to successfully complete at least two classes, being reviewed by a Mentor Instructor, prior to being certified and eligible to instruct without supervision.  Internships must be completed within 90 days of IP graduation.   
*
After completing my IP and attaining satisfactory reviews of my internship classes, I will then be certified as a Washington Motorcycle Safety Instructor.  After WMSP receives my class reports, I will be mailed my WMSP Certificate and ERC Range Cards.
